Intent Curriculum. We understand that through music, we are provided with a powerful universal language
‘which helps promote unity, enables us to process and express our emotions, fuels our imagination and
can give us an unrivalled sense of achievement. As a Millbrook child progresses through the school,
they are given frequent opportunities to perform in front of an audience, both in their own school and
in the wider communty.

Part A—Music | Our plan for delivering high-quality music education and supporting pupils’ progress.

Curriculum Music is taught regularly in every year group across the year and is mapped out from Nursery to Year

Inthe 6. 0ur music is supported by Wigan Music Service who provide high quality lessons by specialist teach-

assroom: ers from Years 1 through to Year 6. The children all learn to play a brass instrument in Year 4 which in-

spires some to learn their own instrument through the Music Service Scheme. Year 3 are all given spe-
cialist teaching throughout the year and perform percussion instruments (plastic percussion), learn to
play the xylophone and the African drums. They experience European and African music. Both Year 5
and 6 have whole class ukulele lessons. Teachers at Millbrook benefit from being part of the music
lessons with specialist teachers. This provides valuable CPD for when they are delivering their own
singing lessons.

EYFS weave their music into their curriculum through the Early Learning Goals. Children are given an
‘opportunity to learn known songs and explore pitch and rhythm through their themes such as
transport in summer term. ‘Clever Ending Stories’ is delivered by a specialist teacher and the children
learn stories through movement. The children also have Sign-along where they sign and sing. Parents
attend their end of year performance. Year 1 and 2 also have specialist music teaching where they
have the chance to not only develop their voal abilities, but also their percussion skills.

‘Across school, children are asked to reflect on their own skills against the lesson objectives and the
teacher supports the child in how to build on these targets for future lessons.

Impact: We believe music builds the children’s confidence and abilty to present themselves wellin a
‘world beyond the school walls. Children who can have some barriers to learning can flourish in music
lessons and can find hidden talents. Frequent opportunities are given to perform in front of an
audience. We have been awarded the Music Mark in recognition for providing high quality music
education.

We are fortunate at Millbrook that we have both male and female role models for music. Mr
McLoughlin accompanies both the school and the harmonies group (after school) with both the guitar
and piano. We also use backing tracks to accompany too. K52 singing is led by Mr McLoughlin and Mrs,
Swift (Music lead).

Most music lessons involve singing as a warm up. The children also sing in their own year groups and

Harmonies run from Autumn 2 after school untilthe end of March. The children sing in the Federation
Christmas concert, but also have links to the Liverpool Empire for 3 years. This allows us to stage a
production, with other schools, and perform it for parents at the Empire. Mr McGloughlin and Mrs
Swift run this group. We have found that changing our group to Harmonies where they will be
‘expected to sing, dance and act has broadened its appeal.

specialists from the Liverpool Empire offer support during our rehearsals after school. They provide
feedback when they advise individual children how to improve their performance, but also offer group
advice too. This can then be applied when they perform on the Empire stage to alive audience.
Children learn instruments through the music service after being inspired by their curriculum music
lessons during school time. Some are selected to continue in youth ensembles run through the music
service. By the end of Year 4, some children are chosen to be part of the Wigan Youth Brass Band
where they have the chance to perform at the Northern Royal College of Music.
